




 
A reduction in development charges under the by-laws are provided in the case of a 
demolition or redevelopment of a residential, non-residential, or mixed-use building or 
structure, provided that the building or structure was occupied, and a building permit for the 
redevelopment of the land was issued within five years of the issuance of the demolition 
permit. 

Conversion Credit: 

A development charge credit shall be provided where, as a result of the redevelopment of 
land, a building or structure existing on the land was, or is to be, converted from one principal 
use to another principal use on the same land, based on the development charge that would 
be applicable for the original principal use being converted.

Statement of the Treasurer: 

As required by the Development Charges Act, 1997, and Regulation 82/98, the Treasurer for 
the Town of Parry Sound must prepare an annual financial statement reporting on the status 
and transactions relating to the development charge reserve funds for the previous year.  This 
statement must be presented to the Council of the Town of Parry Sound for their review and 
must be made available on the Town’s website. 

 

Annual Indexing: 

The Development Charge rates are indexed annually on October 1st without amendment to 
the by-laws, in accordance with the prescribed index (i.e., the Statistics Canada Quarterly, 
“Construction Price Statistics”). 

Mandatory Phase-in of Development Charges: 

As required by the Development Charges Act, 1997, the calculated rates, as provided for the 
in by-laws, are to phased-in based on the following: 

• Year 1: 80% of the Development Charges contained within the by-laws; 

• Year 2: 85% of the Development Charges contained within the by-laws; 

• Year 3: 90% of the Development Charges contained within the by-laws; 

• Year 4: 95% of the Development Charges contained within the by-laws; 

• Years 5-10: 100% of the Development Charges contained within the by-laws;
